and parks

keep Mackinnon Unit and Rozelle Hospital
within a properly funded Richmond programme
develop Balmain Hospital as a community

Knight's Hill farm

Employment:

* creation of environmentally sound jobs

* keep Sydney a working port

* a register of goods not made in Australia to encourage
new manufacturing

» promote export of renewable products

* humane and ecologically sound farming

* abolish payroll tax

Housing:

* a greater mix of housing types, public and private

* fair rents

* public responsibility for boarding houses, hostels and
refuges

Health Services:

* maintain Medicare

* preserve choice

* adequately fund public hospitals
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expand community health services especially for aged,

disabled and mentally ill

more emphasis on prevention and healthy lifestyle

* ban youth-targeted tobacco and alcohol advertising

* more monitoring of inner city health, especially of
children

Education:

* major funding increases for public education

* restore inservice for teachers

* curb trends to commercialisation

* a role for community, non-profit schools like Steiner
and Montessori

* more TAFE, mature age, ESL, correspondence and
retraining courses

Industrial Reform:

protection for outworkers and family day care workers
better award conditions and career structures for
nurses, childcare workers and lower wage earners

end restrictive work practices

equal pay for women

Equity:

justice for Aborigines

fairer tax threshold for pensioners

no "user pay' for essential services

compensation rights for unpaid workforce

disabled access—implement Ordinance 70

national superannuation scheme

expand anti-discrimination to include age

support ESL, interpreter services and family reunion
programmes

Environment:

protection for wilderness and urban environment
preserve national parks, coastlines, escarpments and
wetlands

proper urban planning with public participation and
clear guidelines for building density and height, open
space, conservation, coastal and foreshore preservation

* dismantle monorail
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environmental laws to apply equally to public and
private developers and operators
encourage decentralisation

ansport:

encourage rail freight

road tax to be spent on safer roads

expanded and integrated public transport with
transferable ticketing

cycle lanes on all major raods

no second runway at Mascot

keep curfews

limit helicopters and blimps

Energy Policy:

incentives for energy conservation and recycling
support research and development of renewable energy
sources

no Australian involvement in nuclear fuel cycle

Peace and Disarmament:

no nuclear ships

no U.S. base at Jervis Bay

no nuclear tests in the Pacific

no uranium sales to any country making nuclear
weapons

peace education in schools

increase overseas aid to U.N. goal of 0.7% of G.N.P.

Public Safety:

a society not based on fear, segregation and
exploitation
tighter controls on media violence

* gun controls

expand community care schemes like Neighbourhood
Watch and Safety Houses
